Currently on display is the dinosaur collection. According to the Dewey decimal
classification system, dinosaur books can be found at 960. This is important
information for students as they build their skills of locating information. We have
recently restocked our dinosaur section because this is a very popular area of
self-inquiry particularly amongst our younger boys. We have a wide range of
titles that cater for all reading ages and cover many facets of dinosaurs and
prehistoric life including the question that fascinates us all — what would it be like
if dinosaurs were alive today. Two of our new titles are the Dorling Kindersley
Encyclopedia of Dinosaurs and Prehis
Handbook. The latter is especially fascinating as it locates sites of prehistoric
finds around New Zealand. Our closest site is Castlepoint Beach where marine
fossils, dating back 2.4 million years, can be found.

CUP CAKE DAY
Monday 24" May

The Cup Cake recipe:

80z(250q) butter

4 eggs

2tbs milk
120z(3509) flour
80z(250g) sugar
2tsp baking powder

1. Cream butter and sugar.

2. Add beaten eggs, then flour mixed with baking
powder and lastly milk.

3. Half fill large paper cases and bake at 200 C for
about 10-15minutes.

4. Cool, ice and decorate with lollies, hundreds and
thousands etc.
