BIG PYP NEWS! Our Authorisation Visit is here!

On Monday and Tuesday next week we will be having our Authorisation visit from the
IBO(International Baccalaureate Organisation). This visit is part of the process of becoming
an 1B World School. Only IB World Schools or Candidate Schools (which is what we currently
are) can offer the Primary Years Programme (PYP).

The purpose of the visit is for the IBO visiting team to evaluate that we have met the criteria
and conditions for schools to be authorised to teach the PYP.

We are very fortunate to have an extremely experienced visiting team from IBO; Mr Bill
Fenton, who is a very experienced PYP workshop leader and visiting team member and Ms
Diane Fisk, who is the Principal of Victoria Shanghai Academy (Primary Section)and
regularly leads IB conferences. Bill Fenton also led the team for our pre -auth visit last year.

The staff at the school are looking forward to the visit as it provides us wit h an opportunity
to reflect on the progress we have made and to celebrate our successes, in addition to
helping us identify our next steps for school development.

Steps to becoming an IB World School

There are three phases to becoming an IB World School, authorised to offer the PYP:

1. Consideration phase (20067 f or St Mar kds)

2. Candidate phase or trial implementation period including a pre Authorisation visit by an
IBO visitingteam. (2007-2 010 f or St Mar kds)

3. Final phase: Authorisation visit by an | B visiting team. We are currently in this phase.

If the outcome of the visit is positive, the school becomes authorised to offer the

programme and attains the status of IB World School. We should know the outcome of the
visit in 4-6 weeks time! Fingers crossed we will be the first school in Wellington to become a
PYP IB World School!
